The Holy Spirit

can be everywhere. He breathed life into creation. And
He brings the life of God in people. He is the Spirit that
gives eternal life. He gives us God's strength. He helps
us to better understand God's way of thinking. He helps
us to better know Jesus as the truth. When you don't
trust in Him you can make the Holy Spirit sad or even
that He leaves you. But even then the Holy Spirit is ready
to help.

Thanks to God's Spirit we never have to feel rejected by
God. He is always close by to help us out. That is why
He is also called our Advocate and Comforter.
